THE COMPETITION VENUE

Lough (Lake) Muckno covers an area of 425 hectares spotted with islands and is a fully developed angling
amenity serving the Northeast of Ireland. The lake measures about 4 km (2.5 mi) long and 1.0 km (0.6
mi) wide. It flows out to the Clarebane River, which connects the lake to nearby Lough Ross.

The championships will feature fishing at five of the developed sections known as White, Yellow and
Black Island and Upper & Lower Concra Wood. The lough reaches depths of up to 20 metres with fishing
generally at 5 to 7metres on the islands and 3 to 4m at Concra Wood.

Please note: Platforms will be required to access the water and teams will be restricted to 2 vehicles on
the venue.

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FISH SPECIES

The lake holds large stocks of fish to include quality roach, bream, rudd, hybrids, tench and perch. Other
species such as trout and pike are not counted in this competition. It is forbidden to catch Eel, they must
be released to the water immediately and not placed in keep nets.

Before any fishing takes place, all equipment must be disinfected at the bio-security station.

MAXIMUM AMOUNT OF GROUNDBAIT AND BAIT

15 litres of groundbaits including earth, gravel, corn maize, wheat, hempseed, etc. and other additives
that are not toxic for the fauna and the water environment.

2 litres of baits, of which a maximum amount of 0.50 litre can be jokers. A maximum amount of 0.50
litre of earthworms is allowed in the total baits. Bloodworms are only meant for hooking and shall be
presented in a "FIPSed official size” box. Earthworms shall be presented entire (not-cut). After the
control, bloodworms meant for hooking can be used for groundbaiting.

The keep-net mesh cannot exceed 10 mm x 10 mm. The keep-net shall have either a minimum
diameter of 40 cm for the round ones or a minimum diagonal of 50 cm for the rectangular ones and a
minimum length of 3.5 metres; it shall be positioned underwater for at least 1.50 metres during the
entire competition.

The athletes participating in the Championship, with the registration, implicitly accept all WADA anti-
doping rules.

Athlete whose illness or condition requires treatment with a prohibited substance or method must apply
to CIPS for a Therapeutic Use Exemption (TUE) following the CIPS strict TUE application process.

Athletes must therefore consult the Prohibited List https://www.wada-ama.org/sites/default/files/2022-
09/2023list_en final 9 september 2022.pdf

If the TUE is granted, the athlete will then be permitted to use the medication during the period of
validity of the TUE without committing an Anti-Doping Rules Violation (ADRV).

Regardless of whether a TUE has been granted or not, athletes should always declare on the doping
control forms filled out during sample collection any medications and supplements taken within the
seven days prior to sample collection, and any blood transfusions in the three months prior for blood
samples.

If a TUE has already been granted by a NADO or by a RADO, the Athlete in question does not have to
apply for any additional CIPS TUE, as CIPS recognizes all TUE granted by NADOs and RADOs.

COVID REGULATIONS

During any FIPSed championship scheduled in calendar, the COVID-19 regulations in force in the event
hosting Nation are applied.

Any National delegation, teams, club, individual, are invited to inquire about any possible restrictions
before leaving from their Country of origin.
